Read Micah 5:1-5

And He will be the source of
peace.
—Micah 5:5 (NIV)

God gave Micah a vision of the
future of Samaria and
Jerusalem. However, with the
message of destruction and
misery to come, God told Micah
of One who would shepherd
them and bring peace to the
earth.

As | read Micah, I thought
about violence (both verbal &
non-verbal actions) around the
world. In this country, racial
and political tensions often give
rise to violence. Even
stereotype against disabled
people and those who are not
“normal” really bothers me. |
sometimes feel discouraged,
much as Micah may have felt
knowing the death and
destruction ahead. | pray that no
more lives be wasted in
needless battles, whether around
the world or in my backyard.

But as | say these prayers, |
know we will get true and
lasting peace only when we are
filled with the peace that comes
from the acceptance of God's
love.

The Bible promises security
and peace of which there will be
no end for everyone who
accepts God as their savior. The
Bible also makes it clear that
the way to this peace and
security is not through battles
but through the love of God as
we follow the lead of Jesus, our
Prince of Peace.

Prayer: Dear God, help us
respond to your voice so that we
work not only for outward
peace but also to help others
find peace in your love. Amen.
