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Guess what. It's time again

to pack boxes (shoebox-sized, or a plastic
equivalent costs a little over a dollar now) for
Operation Christmas Child (OCC). In 2006, we
had 9 total boxes contributed, in 2007, there were
36, and last year, you brought in 19 total boxes.
This is the only way some children are exposed

to the idea of Our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.
Children all over the world frequently receive only
one of these boxes as their complete Christmas.

It's hard for many of us to imagine that sort of
poverty, but it does exist, and we need to do what
we can to introduce, and make known the fact that
Jesus is kind, benevolent, and able to fill a void
that is empty without Him. Attached is a sheet that
is easy to read, understand, and tells you
everything you need to know about packing your
shoebox. There is also a $7 donation requested for
each box, to manage shipping costs. COME ON,
let's do it good; this year. You'll be glad you did.

It is simple to pack a box:

1. SHOE BOX: Use an empty shoe box (standard
size, please) or a small plastic container. You can
wrap the box (lid separately), but wrapping is not
required. Most important, pray for the child who
will receive your gift.

2. BOY OR GIRL?

Determine whether your gift will be for a boy or a
girl, and the child's age category: 2-4, 5-9, or 10-
14. Use the appropriate boy/girl label (see insert in
center of booklet). Mark the correct age category
on the label, and tape the label to the top of your
box. If you need additional labels, make
photocopies or download from our Web site.

3. FILL WITH GIFTS

Fill the box with a variety of gifts that will bring
delight to a child. We've listed gift suggestions to
help give you some ideas.

4. INCLUDE YOUR DONATION

Please donate $7 or more for each shoe box you
prepare to help cover shipping and other project
costs. You can use the inserted donation envelope
or you can give online through our EZ Give
method. If you or your family are preparing more
than one shoe box, please make one combined
donation.
