prospective members, 2 guests (Stefin and Nathan), 5 adults and plenty of food and sunshine and fun! 

This was a very encouraging turn-out for the future of the youth group. Our first official meeting will be 

Sunday, Sept. 13 from 4 - 5:30 PM at Oak Grove. 

I'm sure  most of you remember when our youth participated in 30 Hour Famine (30 hours with no food). We 

all had a great time in fellowship and learned a little of what it was like to be TRULY hungry. We had 9 youth 

at a lock-in who participated in games (thanks Ms. Angie), worship (thanks Ms. Joy) community service 

(making peanut & jelly sandwiches on an empty stomach) and great fun! Lunches (100+) were delivered to the 

Onlsow county homeless shelter, women's shelter and teen home. Our youth (with your generous help) raised a 

total of $562.08. This amount is being met with 5 matching grants thru World Vision for a total of $2810.40 to 

help feed and care for 7 children for more than a year.
