I Applying Bible Principles |

A Christian business owner once observed, "1 would rather do business with a
non-Christian any day than with a Christian.” His statement was a
descriptive commentary on a sad state in the lives of some Christians who
fail to pay their bills or to deal with their debts as promised.

A debt simply represents a promise to pay. Nothing more. Nothing less.
Whether the debt is to purchase a car, a house, braces for the kids' teeth,
or to facilitate a purchase by using a credit card, the issue is the same.

By creating a debt, we also create simultaneously an obligation and promise to pay.
Larry Burkett wrote this, "To define debt is not simple, but basically, it's
an obligation to pay that can't be kept. . . .Probably forty percent of all
American families are in debt in a typical year. They're unable to make the
monthly payments on the money they borrowed. Many actually borrow more money
to make payments on the money they've already borrowed."

We who are Christians < of all people « should pay our debts, not only for
our reputations and personal integrity, but also because what we do is a
direct reflection on our Lord. Or as the Apostle Paul expressed it so
clearly in 1 Thessalonians 4:11-12, we are to behave properly towards people
who are outside the family of God and outside His church.

Psalm 37:21 says that to borrow (to create a debt) and then not repay it is wrong. But on a
positive note, this same verse also says that the person who is righteous shows mercy by
repaying debts and by giving to the needs of others.

By the way, do people know you're a Christian by how you pay your bills and by how you give
to others?

“Why We Give” I

And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land or of the fruit of the tree, is the LORD’s. It is holy to
the Lord ----- Leviticus 27:30

According to Forbes magazine’s March 2009 ranking, Bill Gates, retired co-founder of the Microsoft
Corporation, is the world’s richest person with a net worth of approximately $40 billion—down from $58
billion in 2008. Suppose you were feeling particularly generous one day and offered Mr. Gates a penny to help
with his daily expenses. He might take your penny so as not to offend you, but does he really need it? What is
one cent compared to 40 billion dollars?

Comparing America’s smallest coin with the world’s largest fortune doesn’t come close to equaling the
disparity between God’s wealth and our tithes and offerings. Does the God who owns everything (Job 41:11b;
Haggai 2:8) need our money? Of course not. Why, then, do we give? We give a tenth (or more) of everything to
the Lord as a reminder that nothing belongs to us—that everything we have comes from Him and belongs to
Him. Giving is an obedient act of worship that reveals what we believe about that which we call “ours.”
God doesn’t need us to give for His sake, but we need to give for ours. Giving is how we remember how much
we have been given.

Are you giving God what is right or what is left?

Sherri's Onion & Potato Soup
Ingredients

12 potatoes, peeled and cubed
12 onions, chopped or wedged
1 1/2 cups sliced carrots

6 tablespoons all-purpose flour
9 tablespoons butter

9 cups milk

3 tablespoons chopped fresh
parsley or dried 1 1/2 tbs

3 tablespoons chives fresh or
dried 1 1/2 tbs

salt and pepper to taste

Directions

In a large skillet melt 6 tbs of
butter and saute’ onions add salt
and pepper about 12 -

17 minutes

In a large pot over high heat,
combine the potatoes, onions
and water to cover and boil for
30 to 45 minutes, or until
tender.

Reduce heat to medium.

In a small skillet make a roux
using 3 tbs of butter and 6 tbs of
flour. Melt butter on high and
whisk flour in stirring
constantly until thick.

Slowly add the roux, stirring
constantly, then slowly add

the milk, stirring constantly,
until well blended. Reduce heat
to low.

Let simmer, stirring
occasionally for 5 to 10
minutes. Add the parsley,
chives and season with salt and
pepper to taste.
